To qualify to become or act as a Director, an individual must be a member in good standing of the
Fernie Snowmobile Association and must not be:

a. under the age of 18 years
b. found by any court, in Canada or elsewhere, to be incapable of managing the individual’s

own affairs
c. an undischarged bankrupt, or
d. convicted in or outside of British Columbia of an offence in connection with the promotion,

formation or management of a corporation or unincorporated entity, or of an offence
involving fraud, unless

i. the court orders otherwise,
ii. five (5) years have elapsed since the last to occur of

a. the expiration of the period set for suspension of the passing of sentence
without a sentence having been passed,

b. full payment of any fine imposed,
c. the conclusion of the term of any imprisonment, and
d. the conclusion of the term of any probation imposed, or
e. a pardon was granted or issued or a record suspension was ordered under

the Criminal Records Act (Canada) and the pardon or record suspension, as
the case may be, has not been revoked or ceased to have effect.

Reference Material 
 BC Societies Act, Section 3 
Duties of directors 
53  (1) A director of a society must, when exercising the powers and performing the functions of a director of the
society,
(a) act honestly and in good faith with a view to the best interests of the society,
(b) exercise the care, diligence and skill that a reasonably prudent individual would exercise in comparable
circumstances,
(c) act in accordance with this Act and the regulations, and
(d) subject to paragraphs (a) to (c), act in accordance with the bylaws of the society.
(2) Without limiting subsection (1), a director of a society, when exercising the powers and performing the
functions of a director of the society, must act with a view to the purposes of the society.
(3) This section is in addition to, and not in derogation of, any enactment or rule of law or equity relating to the
duties or liabilities of directors of a society.
(4) Nothing in a contract or the bylaws of a society relieves a director from
(a) the duty to act in accordance with this Act and the regulations, or
(b) liability that, by any enactment or rule of law or equity, would otherwise attach to the director in respect of
negligence, default, breach of duty or breach of trust of which the director may be guilty in relation to the society.
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
